AND THE STEEL YARD.

PURPOSE

The Steel Yard Traditional Occupational Arts Apprenticeship Program is designed to
foster the sharing of skills between masters and apprentices in forms that are compatible
with the Steel Yard's location and mission. The Steel Yard islocated on the former
industrial site of Providence Steel and Iron and currently teaches community courses in
the fire arts including blacksmithing, welding, glass and bronze casting and ceramics.
The Steel Yard would be appropriate for such forms as blacksmithing, work in stone

or dlate, roof thatching, woodwork (such as post-and-beam construction), ceramics, and
other genres that use traditional building materials (see: www.thesteelyard.org).
Apprentices should have some familiarity with the genre or with the skills required to
take full advantage of what master artists can offer.

Note: al applicants must visit the site prior to applying.

ELIGIBILITY

. Rhode Island residents are eligible to apply to the program as master artists.
Apprentices (must be Rhode Island residents) can initiate the process, but a
master artist should be the lead applicant. For assistance locating master artists,
please call the Folk/Traditional Arts Program at RISCA 401-222-6996.

. Only one Occupational Arts Apprenticeship application is allowed per person per
deadline.

o Only one apprentice is allowable per master; in certain cases, a master may teach
to more than one apprentice (exceptions are evaluated and recommended by the
review panel).

. Students pursuing a degreein an arts-related field are ineligible to apply.

REVIEW CRITERIA

A panel of specialists, former apprenticeship recipients and partnership institution
representatives (non-voting) review applications. Review criteriainclude:

o Artistic excellence and traditionality (including community contacts) of the
master artist

. Extent of the apprentice’ s familiarity with the traditional art form

o Extent of the apprentice’s commitment to continuing and passing aong the
traditional skills

. Feasibility and effectiveness of the apprenticeship plan

o Quality and feasibility of the culminating public presentation

DEADLINE

October 27, 2006, 4:30pm. No late application will be accepted.



GRANT AMOUNTS

Grant request may range from $1,000 to $3,000.

This program is supported by the National Endowment for the Arts, The Rhode Island
State Council on the Arts, and the Steel Yard. Please acknowledge funding sourcesin al
your marketing and publicity.

PAYMENT

The Steel Yard will pay 100% of the panel-approved request to the master artist/lead
applicant.

EVALUATION

The Steel Yard and the Arts Council staff will evaluate all apprenticeships at least once
during the course of the apprenticeship. RISCA and the Steel Y ard should be notified
immediately should problems arise during the course of the apprenticeship.

How TO APPLY

Applicants to the Steel Y ard Occupational Apprenticeship Program should submit the

following materials:

e Signed and TYPED origina and five copies (total of 6) of the Steel Yard
Occupational Apprenticeship form (see below);

e A total of six copies of (1) the master artist’'s CV, (2) the project budget and
(3) optional supplementary materials (letters of recommendation, etc);

e Required work samples documentation: a single copy of each work sample
(minimum 5) on CD or DVD

e Optional self-addressed stamped envelope for the return of supporting documents and
work samples.

e Please submit complete applications to The Steel Yard AND ONE COPY to
RISCA’s Folk/Traditional Arts Program (addresses below)

SUPPORTING WORK SAMPLES REQUIREMENT

Applicants should submit supporting work samplesin aform that is most appropriate
(slides, DV, CD, video — VHS or DV formats only -). No original work, single edition, or
samples will be accepted as support material. This material will be used during the
review process, please plan accordingly.

For each item, indicate on the Supporting Documents List (below) the title, medium,
dimensions, and year of completion. For video or DVD , please cue or indicate starting
point (panel will listen/look at a minimum of two and a maximum of five minutes).

FINAL REPORT
A final report is due at the end of the apprenticeship period as stipulated in the grant.
